The purpose of the course is to make possible for future doctors of medicine to use their acquired
knowledge in a rational, systematic way in order to make correct and timely diagnosis of diseases, clinical
syndromes and conditions, to use appropriate therapeutic approaches, and approach their patients in a
professional way and treat their colleagues and associates professionally.
